In partic
AFAO is concerned that the draft Bill imposes counter-productive restrictions 
advocacy and lobbying activities of charities. We strongly recommend that Cla
of the Bill be amended to overcome this problem in the manner suggested by 
recommendation 1 of the ACOSS submission.
